The Raleigh Commandery #4 is proud to host
their 2008 Annual Knight Templar Christmas
Observance and Concert, on December 12,
2008, at the Raleigh Temple, 1520 Caswell
Street, Raleigh, NC. The Knight Templar
Christmas Observance is a solemn ceremony
commemorating the Christmas event and this
year the participants will include as many as
possible of the Past Grand Commanders of the
Grand Commandery of North Carolina. The
Christmas Message will be delivered by our
current Grand Commander, His eminence
Richard Ripley.
